SUBJECT: Risk Management and Audit Committee Meeting Report for January 25,
2023

In accordance with the General Laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts,
Chapter 30A and An Act Relative to Extending Certain State of Emergency
Accommodations, which, among other things, extends the expiration of the
provisions pertaining to the Open Meeting Law to March 31, 2023. Specifically, this
extension allows public bodies to continue holding meetings remotely without a
quorum of the public body physically present at a meeting location, and to provide
"adequate, alternative" access to remote meetings. All votes taken during this
meeting were by roll call vote.

Trustee Russell, committee chair, called the meeting to order at 5:52 pm.
